• Conducting therapeutic responsibilities for young adults and their families including attendance and 
intervention at case conferences, consultations, school meetings, doctor’s appointments, family meetings 
and related case management. 

• Must be an effective, mature and appropriate role model for each resident.

• Diploma or Undergraduate Degree in the Social Sciences, Child and Youth Care,  Nursing 

• Minimum two (2) years of related experience in working with young people in a residential setting. 

• Must have current driver’s license. 

• Current CPR and First Aid Certification.
